
MINUTES of the MEETING of MISSON PARISH COUNCIL

(1) Apologies for Absence.  Councillors A Cameron, E Vallance, County Cllr L Yates

(2) Declarations of Personal & Prejudicial Interests. None

(3) Minutes of Annual Council Meeting 4th May 2011. Council resolved to approve the minutes as a true record.

(4) Matters Arising from Minutes of Last Meeting not on Agenda

· Council noted that BDC had not required planning permission for the installation of ‘brown signs’ on the highways street furniture.  MPC still felt that the proliferation of signs detracted from the ambience of the village public spaces and would discuss their concerns with the local businesses concerned.



Chair

· The clerk reported that the donated BDC Christmas Lights had been returned to BDC as they were originally given out in error.
(5) To review progress with odour reduction at Tunnel Tech including a report from the Tunnel Tech Complaints Committee

This agenda item was discussed during the public participation session to allow the District Councillor to contribute before leaving on other business.

· Mr Botcherby made a verbal report on behalf of TTCC following their meeting on 26th May, which Council noted. 
1. TTCC were disturbed by the nature of the chemicals present in the smell and the seemingly vague recommendations made in the Odournet Report with regard to abatement measures.
2. TTCC had discovered an application to the Environment Agency (EA) made by TT for a licence to abstract water from the River Idle (200,000 cubic meters a year).  It is the council’s view that an increased need for water suggests TT is intending to increase production volumes.  To meet the consultation deadline MPC resolved to delegate authority to the Chair to make a written objection to the EA on the grounds of increase in nuisance, stress and economic well-being caused to residents & local businesses, and the detrimental effects on the biodiversity of the area with particular regard to the proposed wetland nature reserve off Slaynes Lane.


Chair/Clerk

· District Cllr Simpson had attended the TTCC meeting and made the following points which she reiterated for MPC consideration:-
1. Cllr Simpson had not been kept informed by BDC on TT progress towards meeting the Permit conditions, eg she had not received a copy of the Odournet Report from BDC. 
2. Cllr Simpson is concerned by the lack of enforcement of the Permit conditions & has challenged BDC Chief Executive, David Hunter, on this issue, which she will be discussing with him and M. Ladyman at a meeting on 9th June. Cllr Simpson believes the lack of a Members Committee to scrutinise the scope and enforcement of the TT Permit has resulted in the lack of rigorous enforcement.
3. Cllr Simpson will press for a suspension of production at TT until the necessary abatement measures are implemented to prevent odour nuisance beyond the site boundaries.  Cllr Simpson will take the issue to the Scrutiny & Planning Committees if this outcome is not achieved.
· MPC thanked Cllr Simpson for her engagement with the issue and reiterated the above requirement for TT production cessation until or unless the Permit conditions are met.
· MPC asked Cllr Simpson to facilitate the speedy convening of the meeting with BDC and the effected parishes, which MPC had requested of BDC last month. Cllr Simpson

Cllr Simpson invited MPC to consider projects that could benefit from new or additional funding from her District Councillors Allowance of around £500. MPC offered their thanks for this assistance and would discuss further at a future meeting.

6) Parish Plan progress – Objective 5 Development & Housing

This item was deferred to a future meeting to take regard of the upcoming affordable housing workshop and the results of the residents planning questionnaires.

(7) Road Safety, Highways & Parish Paths

· Members commented on the highways improvement works being undertaken as part of the works agreed with the NCC Highways Manager including the recent filling of potholes within the village roads.
· Members noted that the new NCC Highways Manager, Johnny Davis, was happy to attend a parish ‘walkabout’ and Cllr Woolliams agreed to attend.

· Council noted that NCC has appointed contractors to make one cut of the parish paths at the end June/beginning of July. MPC noted that Mr Phil Wheeldon & Mr John Stewart were happy to act as Parish Paths Wardens and instructed the clerk to obtain suitable maps of the paths for Wardens use.

(8) MPC communications strategy including web site upgrade

· Cllr Stringer updated the meeting on progress towards a new website.  The system now had a polling facility and e-mail capture, together with pages available for use by community groups with control maintained by the clerk.  The system designer, Sharpe Systems, will host the site for around £50 per year, which is comparable to MPC current host.  A final workshop is planned for 21st July and the website should be ready to demonstrate to MPC in early autumn.
